	1. Introductions were given by those present

	2. Format of meetings
Discussion was held as to when the best time/days would be for meetings in the future.  These will be held quarterly.  It was decided for the present to keep it to Thursdays at 6.30pm.  

	3. Production of Sport and Physical Activity ‘club directory’
 ‘Active Bradford’ (http://www.activebradford.org.uk/ ) produce a website for all clubs and activity groups in Bradford to promote their activities and supply information for residents to find out what is available in their areas.  They also have agreed to produce a one off hard copy for the Wharfe Valley  - WAG Local Sports Alliance members.  It is hoped to produce approx 200 copies which will be distributed to community buildings, libraries and surgeries etc for use.  The deadline for production is November 2011.  We would like as many sports clubs and activities groups to be included as possible.  The form is detailed from Active Bradford but it was felt by the meeting that it should go out as it is because it is a one off.  Although not all of the details on the form are needed for the hard copy all the information is used for the website.  Once there it will not need to be updated again unless details change.  (A copy of the form is attached with these minutes, please return to James Heddon (JH))

	4. ‘Olympic events’
a. It was proposed that to celebrate the build up to London 2012  that clubs and groups, together or individually, will be involved in organising a number of events/competitions, using the Olympics as an inspiration.  JH will support these events, and coordinate putting together a timetable/calendar of events and helping to publicise when events will take place. John Hope gave an example that Ilkley Golf Club will be holding an Olympic event (date tbc) where players will be a styled event to two flags. John also spoke with regards to funding for medals etc. And Wharfe Valley Olympic champions, the meeting decided this would be looked at in the at a future meeting. Request for help could also be made to the Volunteers In Sport Co-ordinator for the areas, such as help on the day, marketing. Clubs/groups are asked to contact JH with ideas and proposed dates ASAP or to request more information. JH will also be leading, with Alison Eagle the events outlined below 

b. Family event for the whole family – this will be held as a one day event in Summer 2012, and plans to include participation from residents in all four villages joining the Valley together.  A steering group will be set up ASAP to focus on this event from groups, young people.  If you would like to be involved please contact JH
c. Older People’s event – it is planned to work with older people’s groups and activities to put on a series of a events during one week to promote and involve older people in the Valley. A steering group is to be set up to co-ordinate with clubs/groups ASAP.  If you would like to be involved please contact JH.

e. High School Challenge  - working with Sports clubs to put on an event for Year (?) to be decided to include IGS and St.Mary’s Menston. Peter to inform JH of proposals

f. More details on  the events will be available at the next meeting decided(‘s from IGS and St Mary’s, Menston 
             but it was felt by those present that a calendar of dates should be produced with provisional dates and ASAP
             to stop clashes. JH to implement calendar of events.


	5. Grants/Funding information:
a. Sportivate –  funding targeting 14-25 year olds, to provide six weekly sessions to encourage them to be active; the last session could be used as a reward for those attending the previous 5.  This is being rolled out over the next 4 year.  It is administered by BMDC and an information session will be held in the Wharfe Valley for groups/clubs who are interested.  Next round is at the end of Jan/Feb
b. Sportmaker – national programme aimed at 16+ to recruit train and deploy bew sport volunteers who will directly support an increase in sports participation
c. Sport England Small Grants - up to £10K, under subscribed at present, could be used for coaching/facilities

Nicole Demot from the ILTSC & Bradford Council Sport & Leisure have offered to hold an advice evening date tba
d. Protecting Playing Fields – Sport England funding for community sports projects to fund capital projects that develop and improve playing fields for sporting and community use
e. ‘Inspire facilties’ – community and voluntary sector groups will be able to apply for grants where there is a proven local need for a facility to be modernised, extended or modified to open up new sporting opportunities
f. SportsAid – funding for potential elite, gives financial support and recognition to talented young sportsmen and women
